The Primary Program is designed to introduce skaters to figure skating.  It is a well-rounded 
group program incorporating all the different aspects of skating:  Basic skating Skills, Jumps, 
Spins & Field moves.  Skaters must not have passed any complete Preliminary test in any 
discipline. 
Pre-Junior 

The Pre-Junior Program incorporates all aspects of figure skating.  Skaters in this program are 
invited out of the Primary program or on an assessment basis.  Private or semi-private lessons 
are required. 
Junior 

The Junior Program incorporates all aspects of figure skating.  Skaters in this program are 
working on their Preliminary level in any discipline of figure skating.  Private or semi-private 
lessons are required. 
Pre Intermediate 

The Pre-Intermediate Program incorporates all aspects of figure skating.  Skaters must have 
completed any portion of the Preliminary level (Skills, Freeskate or Dance). Private or Semi-
private lessons are required. 
Intermediate  

The Intermediate Program incorporates all aspects of figure skating.  Skaters in this program 
must have completed their Preliminary Freeskate and Preliminary Skills or complete Preliminary 
Dances.  Private or Semi-private lessons are required. 
Senior 

Senior Program skaters must have passed their Junior Bronze Freeskate, Senior Bronze Dances 
and Senior Bronze Skating Skills.  Private or Semi-private lessons are required

PLEASE MAKE NOTE OF THE FOLLOWING: 
¶ The Grande Prairie Skating Club reserves the right to alter schedules and designate categories 

based on need and ability. 

¶ The Grande Prairie Skating Club has the right to cancel sessions that have insufficient 
registrations. 

¶ Skaters taking tests must be registered with Skate Canada and be members in good standing. 

¶ Additional Test Day charges and competition expenses will be assessed and invoiced in addition 
to the registration and coaching fees. 

¶ Ice cancellations have been allowed for in the registration prices.  Watch for notices for these 
cancellations and additional unscheduled cancellations, including test sessions.  Test sessions 
may preempt regular skating times due to judge availability.  We apologize for any inconvenience 
this may cause. 

¶ Payment must accompany registration ςtotal can be split over seven equal payments. Buy on 
rates are $12.00 per hour for members $15.00 per hour for non-members  (depending on space 
availability). 

¶ Stroking and Off Ice Programs are included in the package and are mandatory. 

¶ Members must be in good standing to register for the Winter Season. 

¶ All registration forms (page 10) must be completely filled and accompanied by payment.

Fundraising Information and Obligations 
All of our programs at the Grande Prairie Skating Club are subsidized through various fundraising 
initiatives.  In order to register as a member and take advantage of this subsidy we require our members 
to assist in all of our fundraisers. 
 
The most common and ongoing is regular scheduled Bingos at the Grande Bingo Hall.  If our Club does 
not provide the required number of workers at a Bingo, we face fines, and the expulsion of our Club 
from the Bingo Hall.  This would seriously impact the fees we charge for all our programs. 
 
In order to ensure that our Bingos are properly staffed, we have put the following procedures in place: 

¶ Each family will be required to work one Bingo per day registered per skater.  This means that a 
family with 2 skaters who skate 2 days each would need to commit to 4 Bingos 

 
We do not receive our Bingo dates from the Bingo Hall until late September, at which time you will be 
contacted to sign up for your required shifts. 
 
As well, because we do not have a Casino this year we will be looking at other options to raise funds.  
Further information will follow throughout the year in regards to these fundraisers. 
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¶ To ensure we have enough workers for all our fundraising activities and that everyone 
completes all their fundraising requirements, we require 3 postdated cheques for $400/skater 
dated November 30, 2009,  February 28, 2010, May 31, 2010.  If you have completed the 
fundraising obligations for each  period your cheque will be returned to you, if you have not 
then your cheque will be cashed 

 

¶ The other major event is the Peace Region Competition.  This is an annual competition for the 
Peace Region hosted by the Grande Prairie Skating Club and it is compulsory that all members 
of the Grande Prairie Skating Club ( subsidized and non-subsidized ) volunteer for  
approximately 3 shifts per skater throughout the weekend of the competition which is March 
26 to 28, 2010. This includes members who have skaters who are not competing.  Further 
details will be provided later in the year.
